Daily Work (20% of the final grade):

-Assignments under this section include common formative assessments (exit tickets, learner response answers, quizzes,

etc.), class work and homework.

-Daily work will count as 20% of the student’s quarterly grade.
-Not all practice work will be recorded.

Assessments/ Tests (80% of the final grade):

-Assignments under this section include common unit assessments such as projects, tests, presentations and any other
summative work.

Narrative Rubrics —
-All summative assessment scores are based on narrative rubrics.
