These may be from a teacher or other adult not related to you, who knows, you well enough to comment on your qualities of scholarship,
character, leadership, and service. Make sure the people you choose will give you a positive recommendation. Send them a recommendation
form and they can mail it to Ms. Rohweller-Kocur at Highland Park HS or turn it in to room 3211 when completed.
