1. Current postsecondary coursework or Bachelors Degree in education, community or parent education, recreation, child development, social services or a related field and/or MSHSL Gymnastics Coach certification.

2. Plan progression-based curriculums for classes.

3. Work with the Gymnastics Coordinator to ensure the effectiveness of the program.

5. Ensure that program areas are clean and organized

6. Aid in maintaining positive relationships with staff, including school staff, custodians and staff from other programs.

7. Aid in managing student behavior

8. Attend meetings as required and as appropriate.

9. Perform other related duties as assigned.
10. Attend meets, fundraisers and other team events.
