DISCIPLINE POLICY

At Prosperity Heights Elementary School we place great importance on building healthy, supportive communities in our classrooms and throughout the entire school, because we know that students learn and behave better where they feel a sense of safety and belonging. Our discipline policy is based on the belief that all children make mistakes, and they can grow and learn from their mistakes when they are given the structure, support, and clear expectations that help them develop appropriate social behavior in school. We also believe that family values mirror and enhance school values, so we stress the connection between family values and school values. Our discipline procedure is designed to help students take responsibility for their mistakes and misbehavior and to stay connected to the school community. We will involve parents and guardians as needed to make sure they are aware of what’s happening at school so they can help their children make the best decisions about their school behavior. 

Our discipline procedure includes:

· Positive behavior expectations that are established, taught, and practiced with students.

· A Take a Break spot in each classroom to re-focus and re-engage students in classroom activities as needed when they aren’t responding to adult redirection. 

· A Buddy Room for continued misbehavior that doesn’t improve after a student takes a break. The Buddy Room is usually in the same grade level and is intended to redirect a student toward more positive behavior by allowing for a short reflection time in a different classroom.

· A Quiet Room supervised by an adult whose job it is to help the student reflect and plan for re-entering the community in a positive and responsible manner. This will involve developing a Fix-it Plan to help the student “fix” the problem by coming up with a better way to get his or her needs met.

· If students do not take the Fix-it Plan seriously, then they will receive a consequence for the misbehavior instead. In this case, the adult in charge will generate a consequence that is related to the behavior, reasonable, and delivered respectfully. Such consequences can include:

· School service, 

· Loss of a privilege,

· Focused work time for missed instruction.

· Certain behaviors violate the law, district policy, or represent completely unacceptable behavior at school. These will be dealt with by the principal and will automatically involve more severe consequences such as:

· Detention, 

· In-School Suspension (ISS), 

· Dismissal for a day, 

· Out-Of-School Suspension for more than one day, 

· Expulsion from school, and/or 

· Contacting the police.
