Assignments:

Students can retake a test with special permission from the instructor. They must have taken the initial test with the class and they must have extensively re-studied the material.

1. You will do your assignments in a timely fashion. Ms. Myers understands that you have other commitments but you are responsible for completing your assignments on time. 
2. You will read the chapter before you come to class. If you come to class expecting Ms. Myers to give you the answers you will earn very low marks on your quizzes and tests. 
3. You will behave appropriately. Poor behavior in the lab will result in detention and low marks on lab reports. Poor behavior in the classroom will result in removal from the classroom, which generally leads to less learning and low grades.
