Monday/Tuesday - Aerospace Science lessons

Wednesday/Thursday - Leadership Education lessons and/or Uniform Inspection/Drill Practice 

Friday – Fall-In Friday/Wellness/Physical Fitness

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  The course consists of three components:  Aerospace Science (40%), Leadership Education (40%), and Wellness/Physical Fitness (20%). 

The Aerospace Science portion of this course includes information about space science and space exploration. The course begins with the study of the space environment from the earliest days of interest in astronomy and ideas of the heavens, through the Renaissance period, and into modern times.  The course provides an in-depth study of the Earth, Sun, stars, Moon, and solar system.  It discusses issues critical to travel in the upper atmosphere such as orbits and trajectories, as well as unmanned satellites and space probes.  It investigates the importance of entering space and discusses both manned and unmanned space flights, focusing on concepts surrounding spaceflight, space vehicles, launch systems, and space missions.  The section on manned spaceflight focuses on the Space Shuttle and space stations, covering milestones in the endeavor to land on the Moon and to safely orbit humans and crafts for temporary and prolonged periods.  The course covers the human aspect of spaceflight, focusing on the human experience in space.  It also examines advances in space technology, including robotics in space, the Mars Rover, and commercial uses of space. 

Leadership Education stresses communications skills and cadet corps activities.  Much information is provided on communicating effectively, understanding groups and teams, preparing for leadership, solving conflicts and problems, and personal development.  Written reports and speeches complement the academic materials.  Cadet corps activities include holding positions of greater responsibility in the planning and execution of corps projects.  Additionally, cadets will be taught the fundamentals of military drill and ceremonies.  This portion of the course concentrates on the elements of military drill, and describes individual and group precision movements, procedures for saluting, marching, ceremonies, reviews, parades, and development of the command voice.  Students are provided detailed instruction on ceremonial performances and protocol for civilian and military events.  Most of the work is hands-on. 

The Wellness/Physical Fitness portion will incorporate an exercise program focused on individual baseline improvements with the goal of achieving standards calculated by age and gender.  The goal is to motivate AFJROTC cadets to lead active, healthy lifestyles beyond program requirements and into their adult lives.  Cadets will be given the opportunity to put into practice the wellness concepts that are taught in Leadership Education. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES AND GOALS:

Exploring Space:

1. Know the history of astronomy and the specific characteristics of the Earth, Moon, solar system, and the planets. 

2. Comprehend the big picture of space exploration, including the history of spaceflight, organizations doing work in space, and the overall space environment. 

3. Comprehend the importance of entering space, characteristics of manned and unmanned spaceflight, and how humans are affected during spaceflight. 

4. Comprehend the key concepts for getting from the surface of the Earth into Earth orbit and to other planets and back again. 

5. Comprehend how spacecraft, rockets, and launch vehicles are designed and built. 

6. Comprehend the latest advances in space technology. 

Leadership Education:

1. Apply the key factors of effective communications. 

2. Know the ways in which personal awareness affects individual actions. 

3. Know the key elements of building and encouraging effective teams. 

4. Apply the key behaviors for becoming a credible and competent leader. 

Drill and Ceremonies:

1. Know the importance of drill and ceremonies. 

2. Know basic commands and characteristics of the command voice. 

3. Apply and execute the concepts and principles of basic drill positions and movements. 

4. Know when and how to salute. 

5. Apply the principles and procedures of drill movements used with smaller units to the movement of a squadron. 

6. Know the function of the group and the wing. 

7. Know how groups and wings are formed. 

8. Know the purpose and definition of ceremonies and parades.

Wellness and Physical Fitness:

1. Motivate AFJROTC cadets to lead active, healthy lifestyles beyond program requirements and into their adult lives.

2. Create an individualized training program based on national standards by age and gender.

3. Identify areas of improvements for each cadet.

4. Incorporate a physical training program to reach goals.

GRADING PROCEDURES: 

Grades will be determined according to the Johnson High School grading policy:

· Summative Assessments - 70%

· This includes wear of the uniform and exams 
· Formative Assessments - 30%

· This includes participation in the wellness program and weekly quizzes

UNIFORM WEAR:  Uniform wear is a large part of the Air Force JROTC program.  ALL cadets are required to wear the appropriate uniform each Tuesday and Wednesday, from the start of the school day until released. Make-up day for excused absences on uniform day will be allowed.  There will be no uniform make-up for unexcused absences.  Failing to wear the uniform all day will result in a “0” (zero) grade for that uniform day. Multiple failures to wear your uniform can lead to disenrollment from the course.  Cadets are required to wear their issued Physical Fitness uniforms on Fridays unless otherwise directed
EXAMS:  Two types of exams will be administered during the course: weekly quizzes and quarterly final exams. Weekly quizzes will cover the concepts taught in all portions (AS, LE, Wellness) of the AFJROTC curriculum.  Quarterly Final exams are focused on the Cadet Guide, 30-Step Drill and Military Ranks Knowledge. 
CLASS ATTENDANCE, PREPARATION AND PARTICIPATION:  Today’s workforce does not earn a paycheck unless they show up ready for work.  Cadets earn grades commensurate with their class participation and effort.  Cadets who are not present or prepared cannot participate fully in class.  This is especially key to drill and physical fitness.  Class preparation includes cadet adherence to proper grooming standards daily as outlined in Air Force Instructions and school dress code policies.

HOMEWORK/CLASSWORK:  Assignments are due at the beginning of the class period, unless otherwise directed or the cadet has an excused absence that day.  For excused absences, the assignment will be due on the next class day that the cadet is present.  Assignments not turned in on the due date because of an unexcused absence will receive a “0” (zero) grade for that assignment.

COMMUNITY SERVICE:  Cadets will have multiple opportunities to participate in community service events during each semester both in and away from school.  Community service is required by each cadet in order to be promoted through the cadet ranks. In addition Cadets earn Summative points for Community Service 
CURRICULUM IN ACTION TRIPS (CIA)/FIELD TRIPS:  Throughout the semester, the cadets will have opportunities to participate in school-sponsored activities that serve as an extension of the AFJROTC curriculum.  Field trips are a privilege, not a right.  Cadets must be in good academic and disciplinary standing to participate.

CLASS BEHAVIOR:  The nature of the AFJROTC mission, as well as its high visibility within the school and community, requires its members to adhere to higher standards than might be found among the student population.  Inappropriate behavior, in or out of uniform, is prohibited while participating in AFJROTC.  This behavior includes, but is not limited to, bullying, stealing, consuming alcohol, drug abuse, tobacco use, horseplay, fighting, disparaging remarks, disrespect, verbal threats and physical attacks.

EXPECTATIONS FOR CADETS:
1. Follow the chain of command if you need assistance.
2. Always use the titles sir/ma’am when addressing AFJROTC staff and senior Cadet Officers.

3. Be on time. Don’t be late to class, scheduled events, practices, etc.

4. Always bring your required items to class (iPad, pen/pencil, paper, etc).

5. Wear the correct uniform on the appropriate day.

6. Place personal belongings in the back of the classroom.
7. Raise your hand and wait to be acknowledged; do not talk without permission.

8. Listen respectfully and attentively to the speaker/presenter or fellow cadets when they are speaking.

9. Treat others with mutual respect.  Profanity, vulgar language, racial or ethnic slurs, derogatory comments, sexual harassment, or harassment of any fellow cadet or student will not be tolerated.

10. Remain in your seat unless given permission to move about the room.
11. Remain professional; do not sit on desks, tables, trash cans, etc.

12. Always use the trash can to dispose of trash. If you see trash on the floor, clean it up.

13. Maintain self-control and your self-respect at all times.

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES:

1. Enter the classroom, place backpacks in the back of the room, and proceed directly to your desk.

2. Keep your iPad out on Tuesdays and Thursdays, or as directed.

3. The Flight Commander/flight sergeant will prepare class for attendance.

4. Approximately two minutes before the class dismissal bell rings, the Flight Commander will prepare the class for dismissal.  Cadets will stop class work and put classroom materials away, then clean up their desks, pick up any trash in the immediate vicinity of their desks, align their desks with others in their element, and wait for the bell to ring.

5. The Flight Commander/Sergeant will check that all trash is picked up and the desks are aligned.  The Flight Commander will “DISMISS” the flight. Cadets may then retrieve their personal belongings and depart the classroom.
