e Reply promptly to messages from families.

e Provide Daily math review and Silent reading
time for all students.

e Ensure students who need extra help are
enrolled in a support class or tutoring
program.

e Make and provide time for teachers to plan
collaboratively, assess student work, and call
parents and guardians.

At Home

e Check the Parent Portal and Schoology
frequently and follow up concerns by
contacting the school or teachers.

e Look for our bi-weekly newsletter from the
school. Discuss school life with your student
and support him/her /them by using the 3 Ps
that Panthers strive to achieve, be Punctual,
be Prepared, be Polite.
