In the Third Grade Classroom 

The third grade team will work with students and 

their families to support students’ academic 

success. Some of our key connections with families 

will be: 

 Third grade will focus on reading fluency 
and comprehension. We will teach 
students to be reflective when they read.  

 Goal of 40 minutes sustained reading by 
the end of the year. Students will visit the 
school library and Library Go! St. Paul 
Public Library information will be provided 
to parents.  

 Provide links on the grade level page of the 
school website to sites which build student 
skills in basic facts 

o multiplication  
o division  

 Provide math fact games during Parent 
Teacher Conferences to help students gain 
automaticity. 

 At the beginning of each IB unit, an IB 
Programme of Inquiry brochure will be sent 
home. 

 Third Grade will host an IB Showcase 
event inviting the community to school to 
explore one of their IB units.

Benjamin E. Mays IB World School students joined staff and parents to develop ideas about how they can 
succeed in school and reach for the stars in math and reading. Students thought of the following ideas to 
make connections between learning at home and school: 

 Read at home 20 minutes every day and talk to my family about what I read. 

 Check out the math websites suggested by the teacher. 

 Play the math fact games. 

 Bring the classroom newsletter and IB Programme of Inquiry brochures home and show them to 
my parents. 

 

Teachers, Parents, Students – Together for Success 

At Home 

Benjamin E. Mays IB World School parents 
joined staff to develop ideas about how 
families can support students’ success in 
reading and math. Families may have other 
ideas to add to this list: 

 Make sure my student has easy, 
enjoyable books to read. 

 Have informal book “chats” with my 
child. Possible ways to discuss books: 

o Non-fiction questions 
       “What did you find out?” 

“What was interesting or new?” 
“What did you learn?” 
o Fiction questions 
“Who was in this story?” 
“What were they like?” 
“What happened in the story? 
(beginning, middle, end) 

 Remind my child to check backpack 
daily for notes and homework. 

 Attend the IB Showcase event and 
look for the IB Programme of Inquiry 
brochures. 

 Visit the library.
