In the Fourth Grade Classroom 

The fourth grade team will work with students and 

their families to support students’ success in reading 

and math. Some of our key connections with families 

will be: 

 Goal of 40 minutes sustained reading by the 
end of the year. Students will visit the school 
library weekly and Library Go! St. Paul 

Public Library information will be provided to 
parents.  

 During Fall Conferences, parents will 
receives a “Book Talk” bookmark with ideas 
on what to ask your student about what they 
read.   

 Provide links on the grade level page of the 
school website to build skills in:  

o Multiplication (3 digits by 2 digits) 
o Division (with 2 digit divisors)   

 Focus on quick recall of basic math facts, 
links to math games are posted on our grade 
level page.   

 To develop Learner Profile and Unit theme 
awareness, an IB Programme of Inquiry 
brochure will be sent home at the beginning 
of each of the six IB units.   

 Fourth Grade will host an IB Showcase 
event.
