Contract for 5th-Year Senior Students
Students who are enrolled as 5th-year seniors are expected to understand and follow these guidelines for continuing their education at LEAP High School:

• Follow the schedule that the LEAP staff prepares for you.  A schedule will be prepared for each 5th-year senior student based on the academic needs of the student, as measured by the LEAP intake test and any recommendations from the previous school’s counselor(s).  The student must be enrolled as a full-time (7 classes) or half-time (3 classes) student.

• Enroll in a class that corresponds to any tests you still need to pass.  If you have not passed one of the state standardized tests, you must be enrolled in a class that prepares you for that test.  For example, if you have not passed the BST or GRAD math test, you need to take a math class that will help you pass the test.  The same is true for reading and writing.


• Come to school every day.  Students who are not in school must bring written evidence for their reason to be out of school (note from a doctor or clinic, record of immigration appointment or county appointment, etc.).  Absences without written evidence will be unexcused absences.  Students with 10 or more unexcused absences during a semester will not be able to continue at LEAP High School.


• Be a responsible student.  Be prepared and on time for your classes; complete homework, projects, and tests; participate and pay attention in class.


• Follow the school rules.  Know and follow the LEAP High School rules about behavior, clothing, electronic devices, smoking, etc.


• Make progress in your classes.  Show your teachers that you are learning in class by completing all assignments, doing well on tests, reading and writing longer passages in English.  Work with a teacher when things are difficult and practice your English outside of school.


• Be respectful to other students and to the staff of LEAP High School.  Being able to finish your diploma is a good opportunity.  When you help other people and make LEAP High School a good school you show everyone you want to be here.

These guidelines are very important.  If a student who is enrolled as a 5th-year senior has attendance problems, is not responsible about being a student, breaks school rules, is not making progress in class, or is disrespectful to students or staff at LEAP High School, he or she will not be able to continue at LEAP High School.
