FAQ – 5th Year Senior Transfer to LEAP: Information for High School Counselors

Which 5th year seniors can enroll at LEAP High School?

Students who meet ALL the following criteria:


1) Completed 12th grade at traditional H.S.


2) Date of U.S. entry is within five years of referral to LEAP High School

3) Received ELL services within the last four years at current school

4) Completed all credit requirements from current H.S (or be within one year of credit completion)

5) Needing to pass one or more of the GRAD tests to receive a H.S. diploma from

the student’s current school
How can a 5th year senior enroll at LEAP High School?

1) Current school’s counselor reviews the LEAP 5th Year Senior Contract and ALC Referral

     Form with the student; student and counselor both sign the forms.

2) Call LEAP High School at 651/228-7706 to schedule an Intake & Assessment appointment.

3) FAX the 5th Year Senior Contract and ALC Referral Form to LEAP High School (651/228-7711).

4) Come to the Intake & Assessment appointment at LEAP High School to review forms and complete

     the enrollment process.

5) 5th year seniors referred by June 10, 2011 will be eligible to enroll at LEAP High School for

     summer school.  After this deadline they will be eligible to enroll for fall semester classes.

How will students be placed into classes at LEAP High School?
The student will take a Reading and Math assessment test at the time of the intake appointment at LEAP High School.  The result of the assessment test determines which level of ELL English and Math classes the students will be placed into.
Can other interested students be referred to LEAP High School?

Yes, if the student is 20 years of age or under, entered the U.S. within three years of referral, and he/she is receiving ELL services/support.  The student will be working toward a LEAP High School diploma.  Please have the current school’s counselor contact LEAP High School for referral.

What classes are offered at LEAP High School?

LEAP High School offers ELL English instruction in levels 1 through 5 (in multiple sub-levels) and all other core subjects to meet MN State’s graduation requirements.  

Can a student with a current IEP be referred to LEAP High School?


A school’s counselor and/or IEP case manager should contact LEAP High School to discuss referral.  Not all IEP-related services are provided at LEAP High School.
Other Information about LEAP High School:
· School hours are from 7:55am – 2:30pm.

· Students have six 55-minute classes and one 25-minute reading class in the middle of the school day.
· For the 2011-12 school year, LEAP High School will be moving to a semester system just like the rest of the high schools in the district.

· LEAP students who reside in St. Paul and live more than 1 mile from the school will get free busing.

· Breakfast and lunch are served. Students who are eligible will get free/reduced lunches.

· LEAP High School’s credit graduation requirement follows ALC guidelines:  86 Total credits (64 required and 22 electives) and passing of the MN GRAD tests.
