The program focuses on
providing youth with the skills, knowledge, and resources necessary to help them make
healthy decisions, identify and address the underlying causes of harmful behavior, and
resolve conflicts peacefully. The program will focus on educating youth on how to recognize
the warning signs of relationship vioclence, consent, healthy relationship building, and coping
skills for social and emotional wellness.

The program will include age-appropriate activities such as educational workshops,
symposiums, and group activities. High school aged and college aged students will connect
on a variety of levels to discuss multiple topics including, but not limited to: academic
burn-out, familial and community disruptions, relationship violence, social relations, and racial
injustices.
