12. Complete a Life Path Poster.  Each poster must have at least 20 events that are explained by a sentence and a picture.

This course is divided into two main parts: 

1. personal and career exploration

2. preparation for further education/job search

In the first part of this course students complete at least two skills or interest assessments; use these assessments to identify jobs that match them; do preliminary research on five different careers; use websites, books and connections in the community to do more in-depth research on two careers that interest them the most; do a budget to compare their cost of living to the wage of the careers they chose; and create a slide presentation and poster, based on their research, to present to other students in the school during class and lunch. 

In the second part of the course, students identify and compare education and training programs for their careers of interest, prepare a resume, complete written and oral answers to at least fourteen common interview questions, practice these answers in an interview setting with a community expert, meet with college representatives and complete at least four hours of community service (preferably in a location connected to their career of interest).

Throughout the course students collaborate, discuss and compare cultural expectations in the United States to their home country, identify barriers to their further education, training and job search and use the groups’ knowledge to find ways to eliminate or avoid these problems. Speakers from the community also offer a view of success and advice for overcoming many barriers. 

Finally, the students prepare a timeline of their life from birth into retirement. They include significant events and plans for a future path that leads to their dream job, life changes and retirement.
