



SCIENCE PIECES
Question:   Identify a problem that requires an investigation to answer it.  Your problem should be written in the form of a question.  How does A affect B?

Variable:  Identify the variable used in the experiment.  A variable is the part of the experiment that you changed in order to find the results.

Background:  Any information that you already knew about the topic or learned through your research.  This should be about one page in length.

Prediction:  What you expect to happen.

Materials:  List all materials that you will need for you science fair project.

Procedure:  List all steps that you will follow to complete the experiment.  These should be detailed enough to reproduce the exact experiment.  

Observations:  Describe things that you noticed or observed while doing your project.

Results:  The data that you collected in the form of measurements, graphs, charts, drawings, and/or photographs.

Conclusion:  What you learned from your investigation and from your research.  The conclusion answers the question clearly without using yes or no.

One Step Further:   A thought about what else you could do to improve your experiment or  about an additional experiment.  This is placed after the conclusion on the display board.

Abstract:  A one-page summary including your reasons for doing this investigation, how you plan to do it and what you discovered.
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
